Stewardship Lesson: Tithing Teaches Us to Trust God

Key Scriptures

Malachi 3:10 (NIV)
“Bring the whole tithe into the storehouse... Test me in this,” says the Lord Almighty.

Luke 6:38 (NIV)
“Give, and it will be given to you.”

One of the hardest parts of giving is fear.
Sometimes we worry:
e Will I still have enough? What if an emergency happens? What if | cannot afford it?

But tithing teaches us something powerful:
God is our provider.

Tithing is not really about losing money.
It is about learning trust.

When we place God first in our finances, we are saying:
“Lord, I trust You to take care of me.”

That does not mean life will always be easy or that money problems disappear overnight. But it does mean
we learn to depend more on God than on our own fears.

The Bible tells us that God invites us to trust Him and test His faithfulness.

Many people who tithe will tell you the same thing:
God continued to provide.

Sometimes He provides financially. Sometimes He provides peace. Sometimes He opens unexpected
doors. Sometimes He gives wisdom and strength.

Faith often begins with one small step.

At New Life At Calvary, we understand that not everyone starts in the same place. Some people begin with
a small weekly gift. Others begin by giving consistently for the first time.

The important thing is taking a step of faith.
Faithful Together Reflection What step of trust might God be asking me to take in my giving?
Weekly Challenge Pray this week: “Lord, help me trust You more deeply.”
